The faculty in the Program has developed an integrated curriculum that seeks to fulfill the following curricular goals by the time you have completed your degree:

2. Articulate and apply theories of feminism and gender to a variety of social, political, and cultural issues
3. Recognize and analyze intersections between gender and other axes of social identity and power such as race, class, or nation
4. Integrate knowledge, perspectives, and/or methods from multiple academic disciplines
5. Experience community engagement on behalf of gender equity

Toward fulfillment of these, the WGS major requires that you complete 9 credits in our program. There are 4 required courses and 5 elective courses. Please plan ahead to order your WGS classes in a way that helps you scaffold your knowledge and skills. For instance, you must take your entry level WGS course (Thinking Sex or Feminism, Gender, and Society) before taking Feminist Theory, and your Methods course before your Senior Thesis class. This will ensure that you get the most out of our curriculum.
